¢ Field days, demonstration, experimental fields, workshops, presentation, manifestation, open field classroom,
practical presentations, demonstration farms, etc.

* Advisors from Advosiry Service Croatia organize demonstration activities such as: trees pruning, cheese
production, trimming hooves of dairy cows etc.

Access Issues

¢ There is no financial resources for demonstration activities in Croatia. The organizer of demonstration activities
covers all the costs and participants have to pay for their own travel costs.

Other Issues

¢ Lack of peer to peer knowledge transfer amongst farmers .
* Alot of demonstration activities but no feedback from the field.
